Activity 4A (Remove a person)

e Provide the original picture

e Replace the removed element with some other element of the background of the

current picture (don't add something from another picture)

e The results should look as realistic and natural as possible

e It should look like the object (or person) was never there /13
Activity 4B (Add person to group)

e Provide the original picture

e Attention to colour, lighting, size and positioning are important

e The results should look as realistic and natural as possible

e It should look like the object (or person) was always there /13
Activity 5 (Animated Scene)

e A background relevant to the scene. E.g. Airport, sports field, outer space

e At least six different images that have been modified in PhotoShop

o At least four of the images must be animated (four of the six total)

e Animated images need to have transparent backgrounds

e All of the animation must be purposeful to the scene

e The animation must be at least ten seconds long

e Include the original unedited images in your slide show /20
